5. The essay must be the original work of the student.

6. Only Bledsoe County public, private, and home schooled senior students
planning to enter college or technical school in the Fall of 2019 may
participate.

7. Each entry must be POSTMARKED/HAND DELIVERED no later than April
15, 20109.

9. The seven member judging panel will be comprised of distinguished

community leaders, elected officials, and education professionals.

11.  Judging will be based on relevance to theme, adherence to guidelines,
completion of appropriate forms, and content of essay.
